Dear Parent/Carer

I am writing to inform you that we will be offering COVID-19 vaccinations in your child’s school on 25/11/21. This is in addition to the planned flu vaccination which has been arranged in school.

I would like to ask if you wish to give your consent for your child to receive their first dose of the COVID-19 vaccine. Our highest priority is making it easy for children and young people to access one dose of the vaccine before the winter.  

The main purpose of the COVID-19 school age vaccination programme is to provide some protection to the children and young people who receive the vaccine and may help to reduce transmission of COVID-19 in the wider population.
